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3. Getting Started

Before you can use your phone, you must place a SIM card in the phone, install the bat-
tery, and charge the battery.

|nserting a SlM Ca rd @ Release the SIM card holder by sliding
the catch in the OPEN direction.

The phone can only be used with a valid
miniature plug-in SIM card. You obtain
the card from your network operator or
service provider.

NorTE: Keep all miniature SIM cards out of
small children's reach.

@ If the phone is on: Before inserting the
SIM card, switch off the phone (press

@) and wait for a few seconds before
removing the battery.

® The SIM card and its contacts can be
easily damaged by scratches or
bending, so be careful when you
handle, insert or remove the card.

@ To remove the battery: Press the catch
on the top of the battery (1), slide the
battery towards the bottom of the

phone (2), and lift the battery upwards
3). ® Slide the card carefully into the holder.

Ensure that the bevelled corner is up-
permost (see picture) and the gold con-
tacts of the card face into the phone.
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® Push the card holder towards the
phone.

@ Lock the holder by sliding the catch
gently towards the base of the phone
until you hear a click. Make sure that
the holder is firmly engaged

Place the battery onto the back of the
phone as shown below. Slide the bat-
tery up the body of the phone until the
catch engages (a click is heard).

Charging a Battery

Once placed in the phone, the battery is
ready for charging.

NoOTE:

® Use only batteries and chargers
approved by the phone manufactur-
er.

® |n some vehicles, the ignition must
be on in order to charge the phone
with the cigarette lighter charger.

To charge the battery by using the
Travel Charger ACP-7:

@ Connect the plug from the charger into
the bottom of the phone.

@ Connect the charger to an AC wall out-
let.

The indicator bar at the right of the dis-
play starts rolling and the text Char g-
i ng is briefly displayed (when the phone
is on).

® |fthe battery s totally empty, it may
take a few minutes before the
charging indication appears on the
display.

® The charging time depends on the
charger and battery used. For exam-
ple, charging a BLS-2 battery takes
about 4 hours.
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® The charger can be connected to the
phone even during a call

@ The battery is fully charged when the
indicator bar stops rolling and the
text Battery full is briefly dis-
played (if the phone is on).

@ Disconnect the charger from the AC
outlet and the phone.

If Not char gi ng is displayed, charging
is suspended. Wait for a while, disconnect
the charger, plug it in again and retry. If
charging still fails, contact your dealer.

Battery Charge Indication

When the battery is running out of power
and only a few minutes of talk time re-
main, a warning tone is heard and Bat -
tery | owis briefly displayed.

When no more talk time remains, Bat -
tery enpty is briefly displayed (and a
warning tone is sounded) and the phone
switches itself off.

NOTE: If the warning tones have been set
off, only the display texts will appear.

Switching on the
Phone

WARNING! Do not switch on the phone
when wireless phone use is prohibited or
when it may cause interference or danger.

NORMAL POSITION: Hold the phone as
you would any other telephone with the
antenna pointed up and over your shoul-
der.

TIPS ON EFFICIENT OPERATION: As with
any other radio transmitting device, do
not touch the antenna unnecessarily
when the phone is switched on. Contact
with the antenna affects call quality and
may cause the phone to operate at a
higher power level than otherwise needed.

Press Save, key in the associated
name, and press OK.

® Recalling a phone number from
Phone book: See page 22.
® Press ™ call the number.
@ Wait for the answer and speak.

® Adjusting the earpiece volume
Use the keys on the side of the
phone. The upper key increases and
the lower key decreases the volume.

The volume can be adjusted also
when no call is in progress.

® Muting the phone’s microphone
Press Opt i ons, scroll with O or
@ to Mut e, and press Sel ect .
To unmute the microphone, press
Unnut e. Or: Press Opt i ons,
scroll to Unmut e, and press
Sel ect.

NOTE: Muting and unmuting also
affects the microphone of any ac-
cessory connected to the phone.

If “Incoming call alert" is set to “Caller
groups”, the phone notifies of the call only
if the caller belongs to one of the selected
groups.

@ Press & to answer the call.

When the "Anykey answer” function
(see page 43) is set on, you can answer

the call with any key except @ or @.

® |fthe network could not identify the
caller, Cal | is displayed.

® |f the caller could be identified, the
caller's phone number (or name if
stored in your Phone book) followed
by cal |'i ng is displayed.

® Pressing & rejects the call.

@ After the conversation, end the call by

® You can answer a call at any time,
even while in the Phone book or
menu functions.

® |f the incoming call has been divert-
ed from some other phone number,
the > sign is shown after Cal | or
cal I'i ng (network service).

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Keypad Lock
(Keyguard)

The keypad can be temporarily locked to
prevent the keys from being accidentally
operated.

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Making a conference call

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5. Phone Book Functions

You can store phone numbers and their
associated names in the memory of the
phone (internal Phone book) or the SIM
card (SIM Phone book).

The internal Phone book can store 50
names (of up to 16 characters each) and
phone numbers (of up to 30 digits each) at
a time.

The phone supports SIM cards which can
store up to 250 names and phone num-
bers.

In addition to storing names and phone
numbers, Phone book also offers a wide
range of functions for managing them.

Entering Phone book

You can access the stored names and
phone numbers as well as the Phone book
functions in the following ways:

® When the display is clear: Press
Nares.

® During a call: Press Opt i ons,
scroll with @ or ® to Nanes, and
press Sel ect .

Exiting from Phone book

To exit from Phone book while at its main
level, press EXi t .

To quit a Phone book function, press
Back.

To exit from Phone book any time (except
during a call), press &=.

Sending a text message
(Menu 1-2 and 1-3)

You can write and send text messages
within the "Write messages” submenu.

You can save your own messages in the

DTMF Tones

The phone can send DTMF tones to com-
municate with answering machines, com-
puterised telephony services etc.

The tones can be sent even when the key-
pad tones are set off.

Manual transmission
Make a call to the desired phone number

and key in the numbers that you want to
send as DTMF tones.

Automatic transmission

Start a call in the normal way. Then, do as
follows: Press Opt i ons, scroll with Qor
@ to Send DTMF, and press Sel ect .

Key in the DTMF sequence or recall it from
Phone book, and press OK to send it.

Pressing Exi t ends the DTMF transmis-
sion but not the call.

Placing pauses and waits in a DTMF
sequence

When keying in a DTMF sequence, you can
place pause and wait characters in front
of or between DTMF numbers.

For a pause of 2.5 seconds, press @
three times quickly (p is displayed). When
sending the sequence, all numbers follow-
ing the pause(s) are sent as DTMF tones.

For a wait character, press & four times
quickly (wis displayed).

To send a DTMF sequence which contains
wait characters:

@ Start a DTMF call in the normal way.

@ Press Send as many times as there are
wait characters. Numbers after the
waits are sent as DTMF tones.

NOTE: Pause and wait characters cannot
be stored on some SIM cards.

Linking a phone number to a DTMF
sequence

You can link a phone number to a DTMF
sequence for sending them together.

@ Key in a phone number or recall it from
Phone book.

® Press ¢ twice quickly (for +).

@ Key in the number of the speed dialling
location that holds the DTMF sequence
(this step can be skipped) and store the
phone number in the internal Phone
book. See also "Speed dialling"” on page
24.

@ Call the phone number in the normal
way.

Protection Cap of the
Antenna Connector

At the back of the phone below the an-
tenna there is a connector for an external
antenna.
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The connector is protected by a rubber
cap. To attach an external antenna to the
phone, first remove the cap and then con-
nect the antenna.

After removing the external antenna, re-
member to replace the cap.

NOTE: Keep the cap out of small children's
reach.

Using the Batteries

Your phone is powered by a rechargeable
Li-lon or NiMH battery.

Use only batteries approved by the phone
manufacturer and recharge your battery
only with the chargers approved by the
manufacturer.

The operation and the lifetime of the bat-
tery are greatly affected by how you han-
dle the battery. Take good care of the
battery and follow the guidelines pre-
sented below.

Charging and discharging
the battery

® A new battery's full performance is
achieved only after two or three com-
plete charge and discharge cycles!

® The battery can be charged and dis-
charged hundreds of times but it will
eventually wear out. When the operat-
ing time (talk-time and standby time)
is noticeably shorter than normal, it is
time to buy a new battery.

® When a charger is not in use, discon-
nect it from the power source.

® Donotleave the battery connected to a
charger for longer than a week, since
overcharging may shorten its life.

® |f left unused a fully charged battery
will discharge itself over time.

® For good operation times with NiMH
batteries, discharge the battery from
time to time by leaving your phone
switched on until it turns itself off. Do
not attempt to discharge the battery by
any other means.

® Temperature extremes will affect the
ability of your battery to charge: allow
it to cool down or warm up first.

Notes for using the
batteries

® Use the battery only for its intended
purpose.

® Never use any charger or battery which
is damaged or worn out.

® Using the phone near the network's
base station consumes less power. The
operation times are greatly affected
e.g. by the signal strength of the cellu-
lar network and the parameters set by
the network operator.

® Do not short circuit the battery. Acci-
dental short circuiting can occur when
a metallic object (coin, clip or pen)
causes direct connection of the + and -
terminals of the battery (metal strips
on the back of the battery) for example
when you carry a spare battery in your
pocket or purse.
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Short circuiting the terminals may
damage the battery or the connecting
object.

Leaving the battery in hot or cold plac-
es, such asin a closed carin summer or
winter conditions, will reduce the ca-
pacity and lifetime of the battery.

Always try to keep the battery between
15°C and 25°C (59°F and 77°F). A
phone with a hot or cold battery may
temporarily not work, even when the
battery is fully charged.

NiMH batteries performance is parti-
cularly limited in temperatures below -
10°C (14°F).

Li-lon batteries performance is parti-
cularly limited in temperatures below
0°C (32°F).

® Do not dispose of batteries in a fire!

® Batteries must be recycled or disposed
of properly. Must not be disposed of in
municipal waste

Access Codes

The access codes described in this section
help you protect against unauthorised use
of your phone and SIM card.

When asked for any of the access codes,
key in the proper code and press OK. If you
make a mistake, first delete the digit with
Cl ear and then key in the correct one.
For changing the codes, see page 49.

NOTE: Avoid using access codes similar to
emergency numbers, such as 112, to pre-
vent accidental dialling of the emergency
number.
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Security code

The security code is supplied with the
phone. It protects your phone against un-
authorised use. Keep the code secret and
in a safe place, separate from the phone.

See also "Security level (Menu 4-5-5)" on
page 49.

If you key in an incorrect security code five
times in succession, the phone will not ac-
cept the correct code for the next five
minutes.

PIN code

The PIN (Personal Identity Number) code is
usually supplied with the SIM card. It pro-
tects your SIM card against unauthorised
use.

When the PIN code request is enabled (see
page 46), the code is asked each time the
phone is switched on.

If you enter a wrong PIN code three times
in succession, key in the PUK code and
press OK. Key in a new PIN code and press
OK. Key in the new code again and press
XK

PIN2 code

The PIN2 code, supplied with some SIM
cards, is required to access some func-
tions, such as charging unit counters.
These functions must be supported by
your SIM card.

If you enter a wrong PIN2 code three
times in succession, follow the same in-
structions as for the PIN code but this
time using the PUK2 code.
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PUK code

The PUK (Personal Unblocking Key) may be
supplied with the SIM card. In opposite
case, contact your service provider for the
code.

The code is required to change a blocked
PIN code.

If you enter a wrong PUK code ten times
in succession, the SIM card cannot be
used any more. Contact your service pro-
vider for a new card.

You cannot change the PUK code. If you
lose it, contact your service provider.

PUK2 code

The PUK2 code, supplied with some SIM
cards, is required to change a blocked
PIN2 code.

If you enter a wrong code ten times in
succession, you cannot use the functions
requiring the PIN2 code. Contact your
service provider for a new card.

You cannot change the PUK2 code. If you
lose it, contact your service provider.

Barring password

The barring password is needed when us-
ing the “Call barring” function. You obtain
the password from your service provider.

Care and Maintenance

Your phone is a product of superior design
and craftsmanship and should be treated
with care. The suggestions below will help
you to fulfill any warranty obligations and
to enjoy this product for many years.

When using your phone, battery, charger
OR any accessory:

® Keepitand all its parts and accessories
out of small children's reach.

® Keep it dry. Precipitation, humidity and
liquids contain minerals that will cor-
rode electronic circuits.

® Do not use or store it in dusty, dirty ar-
eas. Its moving parts can be damaged.

® Do not store it in hot areas. High tem-
peratures can shorten the life of elec-
tronic devices, damage batteries, and
warp or melt certain plastics.

® Do not store it in cold areas. When the
phone warms up (to its normal temper-
ature), moisture can form inside the
phone, which may damage electronic
circuit boards.

® Do not attempt to open it. Non-
expert handling of the device may
damage it.

® Do not drop, knock or shake it. Rough
handling can break internal circuit
boards.

® Do not use harsh chemicals, cleaning
solvents, or strong detergents to clean
it. Wipe it with a soft cloth slightly
dampened in a mild soap-and-water
solution.

® Do not paint it. Paint can clog the
device's moving parts and prevent
proper operation.

® Use only the supplied or an approved
replacement antenna. Unauthorised
antennas, modifications or attach-
ments could damage the phone and
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may violate regulations governing ra-
dio devices.

® |f the phone, battery, charger or any
accessory is not working properly, take
it to your nearest qualified service fa-
cility. The personnel there will assist
you and, if necessary, arrange for serv-
ice.

Important Safety
Information

Traffic Safety

Do not use a hand-held telephone while
driving a vehicle. If using a hand-held
phone park the vehicle before conversing.
Always secure the phone in its holder; do
not place the phone on the passenger seat
or where it can break loose in a collision or
sudden stop.

The use of an alert device to operate a ve-
hicle's lights or horn on public roads is not
permitted.

Remember road safety always comes first!

Operating Environment

Remember to follow any special requla-
tions in force in any area and always
switch off your phone whenever it is for-
bidden to use it, or when it may cause in-
terference or danger.

When connecting the phone or any acces-
sory to another device, read its user's
guide for detailed safety instructions. Do
not connect incompatible products.

As with other mobile radio transmitting
equipment, users are advised that for the

satisfactory operation of the equipment
and for the safety of personnel, it is rec-
ommended that the equipment should
only be used in the normal operating po-
sition (Held to your ear with the antenna
pointing over your shoulder.).

Do not point the infrared beam at
anyone's eye or allow it to interfere with
other infrared devices.

Electronic Devices

Most modern electronic equipment is
shielded from radio frequency (RF) signals.
However, certain electronic equipment
may not be shielded against the RF signals
from your wireless phone.

Pacemakers

Pacemaker manufacturers recommend that
a minimum separation of 20 cm (6 inches)
be maintained between a handheld wireless
phone and a pacemaker to avoid potential
interference with the pacemaker. These
recommendations are consistent with the
independent research by and recommenda-
tions of Wireless Technology Research.

Persons with pacemakers:

® Should always keep the phone more
than 20 cm (6 inches) from their pace-
maker when the phone is switched on;

® Should not carry the phone in a breast
pocket;

® Should use the ear opposite the pace-
maker to minimize the potential for in-
terference.

® |f you have any reason to suspect that
interference is taking place, switch off
your phone immediately.
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Hearing Aids

Some digital wireless phones may inter-
fere with some hearing aids. In the event
of such interference, you may want to
consult your service provider.

Other Medical Devices

Operation of any radio transmitting
equipment, including cellular phones, may
interfere with the functionality of inade-
quately protected medical devices. Con-
sult a physician or the manufacturer of
the medical device to determine if they
are adequately shielded from external RF
energy or if you have any questions.
Switch off your phone in health care facil-
ities when any regulations posted in these
areas instruct you to do so. Hospitals or
health care facilities may be using equip-
ment that could be sensitive to external
RF energy.

Vehicles

RF signals may affect improperly installed
or inadequately shielded electronic sys-
tems in motor vehicles (e.g. electronic fuel
injection systems, electronic anti-skid
(anti-lock) braking systems, electronic
speed control systems, air bag systems).
Check with the manufacturer or its repre-
sentative regarding your vehicle. You
should also consult the manufacturer of
any equipment that has been added to
your vehicle.

Posted Facilities

Switch your phone off in any facility
where posted notices so require.
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Potentially Explosive
Atmospheres

Switch off your phone when in any area
with a potentially explosive atmosphere
and obey all signs and instructions. Sparks
in such areas could cause an explosion or
fire resulting in bodily injury or even
death.

Users are advised to switch off the phone
when at a refuelling point (service sta-
tion). Users are reminded of the need to
observe restrictions on the use of radio
equipment in fuel depots (fuel storage and
distribution areas), chemical plants or
where blasting operations are in progress.

Areas with a potentially explosive atmos-
phere are often but not always clearly
marked. They include below deck on boats;
chemical transfer or storage facilities; ve-
hicles using liquified petroleum gas (such
as propane or butane); areas where the air
contains chemicals or particles, such as
grain, dust or metal powders; and any
other area where you would normally be
advised to turn off your vehicle engine.

Vehicles

Only qualified personnel should service
the phone, or install the phone in a vehi-
cle. Faulty installation or service may be
dangerous and may invalidate any war-
ranty which may apply to the unit.

Check regularly that all wireless phone
equipment in your vehicle is mounted and
operating properly.

Do not store or carry flammable liquids,
gases or explosive materials in the same
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compartment as the phone, its parts or ac-
cessories.

For vehicles equipped with an air bag,
remember that an air bag inflates with
great force. Do not place objects, includ-
ing both installed or portable wireless
equipment in the area over the air bag or
in the air bag deployment area. If in-
vehicle wireless equipment is improperly
installed and the air bag inflates, serious
injury could result.

Switch off your phone before boarding an
aircraft. The use of wireless telephones in
an aircraft may be dangerous to the oper-
ation of the aircraft, disrupt the wireless

telephone network and may be illegal.

Failure to observe these instructions may
lead to suspension or denial of telephone
services to the offender, or legal action or
both.

Emergency Calls

IMPORTANT!

This phone, like any wireless phone, oper-
ates using radio signals, wireless and
landline networks as well as user-pro-
grammed functions which cannot guaran-
tee connection in all conditions. Therefore
you should never rely solely upon any
wireless phone for essential communica-
tions (e.g. medical emergencies).

Remember, to make or receive any calls
the phone must be switched on and in a
service area with adequate signal
strength.

Emergency calls may not be possible on all
wireless phone networks or when certain

network services andfor phone features
are in use. Check with local service provid-
ers.

To make an emergency call:

@ If the phone is not on, switch it on.
Some networks may require that a val-
id SIM card is properly inserted in the
phone.

@ If the word "Clear" appears on the display

above the & key, press and hold
Cl ear for several seconds to ready
the phone for calls.

® Key in the emergency number for your
present location (e.g. 112 or other offi-
cial emergency number). Emergency
numbers vary by location.

@ Press the & key.

If certain features are in use (Keyguard,
Call barring etc.), you may first need to
turn those features off before you can
make an emergency call. Consult this doc-
ument and your local cellular service pro-
vider.

When making an emergency call, remem-
ber to give all the necessary information
as accurately as possible. Remember that
your wireless phone may be the only
means of communication at the scene of
an accident - do not cut off the call until
given permission to do so.
