Charging the battery

Touch the  at the bottom to activate the system's one key boost which 
clears memory used by recent applications. If a thumbnail is locked its 
memory will not be cleared. 

1.3.7	 Volume adjustment

•	Voicemail Service: Opens a dialog box where you can select your 
carrier’s voicemail service or another service.

For security reasons, you’ll be prompted to enable 
FDN by entering SIM PIN2 which is usually acquired from your service 
provider or SIM maker.

•	Service dialing numbers: You can place a call from SDN list.

•	Dial pad touch tones: Mark the checkbox to enable playing tones 
when using dial pad.

•	Quick responses: Touch to edit quick responses which will be used 
when you reject a call with messages.

•	Vibrate reminder: Mark the checkbox to enable vibration when the 
call is connected.

•	Turn over to mute: Marking the checkbox lets you mute the incoming 
calls by turning the phone over.

•	Power key ends call: Mark the checkbox to end a call by pressing the 
Power key during the call.

•	Hearing aids: Hearing aids mode can be used by people who are deaf, 
have poor hearing or speech impairments. After connecting the phone 
and Hearing aids machine, it connects to a relay service, which converts 
incoming speech to text for the person using the Hearing aids and 
converts outgoing text from the Hearing aids machine to a spoken voice 
for the person on the other end of the conversation.

•	Noise Cancellation: Mark the checkbox to reduce the background 
noise.

•	Pocket mode: Mark the checkbox to increase ringtone volume and 
active vibrate mode when device in a pocket or bag.

•	TTY mode: TTY mode can be used by people who are deaf, have poor 
hearing or speech impairments.

Touch a contact or number to view information or further operations.

You can view detailed information of a call, launch a new call or send 
messages to a contact or number, or add numbers to Contacts, etc.

To clear the entire call memory, touch the Menu key and Clear call log.

An SMS message of more than 160 characters will be charged as several 
SMS. A counter will be on the right of the text box to remind you how 
many characters are allowed to be entered in one message.

Specific letters (accent) will also increase the size of the SMS, this 
may cause multiple SMS to be sent to your recipient.

Sending a multimedia message

MMS enables you to send video clips, images, photos, animations, slides and 
sounds to other compatible mobiles and e-mail addresses. 

An SMS will be converted to MMS automatically when media files (image, 
video, audio, slides, etc.) are attached or subject or email addresses are 
added.

To send a multimedia message, enter the recipient's phone number in the 
To bar, touch Type message bar to enter the text of the message. Touch 
the Menu key to open the options menu, touch Add subject to insert a 
subject. Touch the  icon to attach picture, video, audio and so on.

When finished, touch  to send the multimedia message.

Unlike other kinds of email account, 
each message and its replies in Gmail are grouped in your inbox as a single 
conversation; all emails are organized by labels instead of folders.

To access Gmail

To create and send emails

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There are 3 primary ways NFC can be used on your mobile devices.

•	Touch NFC, to view the three ways: Smartcard, Reader/Writer and P2P.

•	Smartcard In this mode, NFC devices can function as credit 
cards, debit cards, badges or tickets.

•	Reader/Writer In this mode, NFC devices can read and writer 
tags. Siimilar to how barcode scanning works. 

•	P2P In P2P mode, NFC devices can exchange 
information with each other.

The only thing you 
have to do is to enter the Wi-Fi screen and configure an access point to 
connect your phone to the wireless network.

Bluetooth allows your phone to exchange data (videos, images, music, 
etc.) in a small range with another Bluetooth supported device (phone, 
computer, printer, headset, car kit, etc.).

11.1.3	NFC

NFC is a new wireless technology that allows devices to communicate with 
each other over short distances. Data transfer between the devices occurs 
through one of two means: either a quick wave or usually just a touch or 
tap. Communication doesn't have to occur between two handheld devices, 
like two phones for example. It can also work between a mobile device 
and a target of some kind - for example, a point-of-sale system at a store's 
checkout counter or even something as simple as a tag, sticker, poster, decal 
or card with an embedded NFC chip.
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11.1.6	More...\VPN settings

A mobile virtual private network (mobile VPN or mVPN) provides mobile 
devices with access to network resources and software applications on 
their home network, when they connect via other wireless or wired 
networks. Mobile VPNs are used in environments where workers need to 
keep application sessions open at all times, throughout the working day, 
as the user connects via various wireless networks, encounters gaps in 
coverage, or suspend-and-resumes their devices to preserve battery life. A 
conventional VPN cannot survive such events because the network tunnel 
is disrupted, causing applications to disconnect, time out, fail, or even the 
computing device itself to crash. 

For more information on VPN, please refer to “6.6 Connecting to 
virtual private networks”.

11.1.7	More...\Tethering & portable hotspot

This function allows you to share your phone's mobile data connection 
via USB or as a portable Wi-Fi access point (Please refer to “6.5 Sharing 
your phone's mobile data connection”).

11.1.8	More...\Mobile networks

Data enabled

If you do not need to transmit data on all mobile networks, unmark the 
checkbox of Data enabled to avoid incurring significant charges for data 
use on local carrier mobile networks, particularly if you do not have a 
mobile data agreement.

Data roaming 

If you don’t need to transmit data on other carriers’ mobile networks, 
unmark the checkbox of Data roaming to avoid incurring significant 
roaming charges.

Network Mode

You can set your preferred network mode,such as GSM/WCDMA, LTE etc.

Access Point Names

You can select your preferred network with this menu.

Use only 2G networks

You can select to use only 2G networks.

Network operators

You can select a network operator.

•	Sleep Touch to set screen timeout.

•	Daydream Touch to set the Daydream.

•	Font size Touch to set the font size.

•	TV LINK Touch to enable TV LINK.

11.2.4	LED indicator

Touch to turn on/off the LED indicator.

11.2.5	Status bar hidden

Touch to set whether all notification of third application will be shown on 
the left top of the status bar.

11.2.6	Storage

Use these settings to monitor the total and available space on your phone 
and on your microSD card; to manage your microSD card; and if necessary, 
to reset the phone, erasing all of your personal information.

If SD has been detected, the system will remind you that if you want to 
set SD card as preferred space for daily use and you could always change 
the storage location by touch Settings\Storage\Default storage 
location.
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Internal sorage

This menu displays the amount of internal phone storage in different colours. 
The available space will be shown in grey, which shows the amount of internal 
phone storage used by the operating system, its components, applications 
(including those you downloaded), permanent and temporary data.

To switch the Internal storage location may result that some data 
could not be used and the running applications error. If a warning 
message comes up saying that phone memory is limited, you are 
required to free up space by deleting some unwanted applications, 
downloaded files, etc.

SD card 

Lists the amount of space on any microSD card installed in your phone 
and the amount you can use to store photos, videos, music, and other files. 
You can touch one category to access the function and learn more details.

Mount/Unmount SD card

You must mount the microSD card before using applications and files in 
it, or formating the microSD card. Unmount the microSD card from your 
phone so that you can safely remove it when the phone is on. 

Erase SD card

Permanently erases everything on a microSD card and prepares it for use 
with your phone. 

11.2.7	Battery management

In battery management screen, touch one category, then you can view 
specific power consumption.

You can adjust power use via the screen brightness or screen timeout in 
Display screen. You can also set your phone to saving mode or ultimate 
saver mode and in the latter mode, only four functions can be used 
including Phone, Contacts, Messaging and Calendar.

11.2.8	Manage applications

You use the Manage applications settings to view details about the 
applications installed on your phone, to manage their data and force them 
to stop, and to set whether you want to permit installation of applications 
that you obtain from web sites and emails.

Manage Apps

•	Download: Touch to manage and remove installed applications.

•	Running: Touch to view and control currently running service.

•	All: Touch to view storage used by applications.

11.3.1	Location access

Access to my location

Touch the switch  to enable to use information from Wi-Fi and mobile 
networks to determine your approximate location, for use in Google Maps, 
when you search, and so on. When you select this option, you’re asked 
whether you consent to share your location anonymously with Google’s 
location service.

GPS satellites 

Check to use your phone’s global positioning system (GPS) satellite 
receiver to pinpoint your location within an accuracy as close as several 
meters (“street level”). The process of accessing the GPS satellite and 
setting your phone's precise location for the first time will require up to 
5 minutes. You will need to stand in a place with a clear view of the sky 
and avoid moving. After this, GPS will only need 20-40 seconds to identify 
your precise location.
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Wi-Fi & mobile network location

Mark the checkbox to allow Google's location service to collect 
anonymous location data. Some data may be stored on your device. When 
no apps are running, collection may accur.

Encrypt phone

Require a numeric PIN or passwords to decrypt your phone each time 
you power it on.
